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Workstation Spotlight: SE United Methodist Church This is busy place equipped to help many who
need a little extra help. The office is open from 10-3 on weekdays and 10-6 on Thursdays. The most
noted program there is the Banquet that is served on Thursday evenings. Serving begins at 5:30 and
the average number of meals served each week is 375 including take outs. They also have a give away
room which houses clothing, coats and personal products. These items are free to anyone who would
have a need for these things. Each Thursday the center hosts a community forum group from around
the city from 2:30-5. The purpose for this is for any agency in the city that may have information
available that may be beneficial to any community members. They also have a crib program if you are
in need of one. The center can help with a transit ticket if you can’t drive or need a ride to the facility.
You just have to a call their office 24 hours ahead for a ticket and they will arrange for a transit ride for
you to and from the church.
